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Dallas is second largest city of Texas. It is located 241 miles north of Houston 
and approximately 1000 miles south of Chicago, 1600 miles west of New York, 
1450 miles East of Los Angles.  According to latest population ranking, Dallas 
ranks 9th most populated city in USA. 
 
In the past population of Ahmadies in Dallas were very little in proportion to the 
population of Ahmadis in the other major cities of the country. For that reason 
prior to 1986 there were only couple of known Ahmadis in Dallas. At that time 
local Ahmadies did not even have any designated place to offer their Friday 
prayers.  In 1987 Dallas became independent Jama’at , then we started offering 
our Friday prayers at the office building owned by an Ahmadi in Irving Texas. 
Once that office building was sold Jama’at started to praying in a rental property 
owned by an Ahmadi in Richardson TX.  Due to parking problems and also steady 
population increase of Ahmadis in Dallas; we needed bigger place.  Therefore, 
Jama’at rented a portion of a banquet hall in a restaurant for Friday prayers. It 
appeared to us that we were like modern day Nomads and were moving place 
to place. People started getting somewhat frustrated. 
 
Obviously we needed a place where we could hold Jamaat’s meetings in peaceful 
manner so we rented a large suit in an office park on Keller Springs Road in 
Addison Texas. We stayed at this place for a year or two and used it as a 
springboard for planning to build a mosque. Now time was ripe for all good 
Ahmadis to step forward and to build a house of Allah in Dallas.  
 
Therefore, in 1996 President Jama’at Dallas Ch. Akram Sahib formed a mosque 
committee that included Mr.Abdul Latif, Mr..Munawar Piracha and Mr. Abdul 
Shakoor Azhar. Thanks to Allah Soon Jama’at was able to purchase five-acre land 
in Allen Texas, which is a rich and posh northern suburb of Dallas. It has very 
good School district. University of Texas in Dallas (UTD) may not be 10 miles 
from mosque. Moreover just 7 miles south of mosque the old  suburb of 
Richardson is situated. It is in the heart of the Telecom corridor close to major 
office buildings and corporate campuses. Major nearby corporations include Perot 
Systems, Alcatel, Nortel, AT&T, Alliance Data Systems, Hewlett Packard and 
University of Texas-Dallas. Many large chain hotels are a short drive from world 
class restaurants, numerous shopping centers and convenient to DART rail system. 



The Hilton Garden Inn Dallas/Richardson Texas hotel is also adjacent to 
Richardson's Prairie Creek Park. Plenty of major corporations employ people of all 
background. In other words our mosque is located in a wonderful location. 
 
For time being, I will skip of all the details, difficulties and hindrances that we had 
to face to accomplish the task of procuring the land, so I could deliver you a very 
good news now that will give your soul some joy. The men of faith Mashallah 
completed the mosque in the year of 2002.  
 
As soon as we built the mosque, Jama’at started to grow and progress accelerated; 
growth of Jama’at of Dallas was amazing and pleasing for all of us. As all of us 
know, it is very important to build a mosque and establish a Muslim community all 
around it.and that’s what exactly Jama’at Ahmadia dallas  did it. Many Ahmadis 
purchased their houses, pretty closed to the mosque. Due to such closeness they 
offer Maghrib and Isha prayers in congregation in the mosque. Here I would like to 
quote what Promised Messiah has advised about building a mosque. 
  
"If you want Islam to progress build a mosque. Wherever our Jama’at is 
established, a mosque should be built. Our Jamats’ progress is founded on 
the construction of mosques. If there are only a few Muslims in a village or 
a city, build a mosque with good intentions and God will bring more Muslims 
to that place. It is not mandatory that the mosque be embellished or is a brick 
building. Wall off a piece of land and build a room with a thatched roof..." 
(Malfoozat Vol 2, p. 42)  

 
Our Bait-ul-Ikram mosque is located in the city of Allen on five acres. It is 
located approximately 25 miles north of Downtown Dallas. The main roads those 
cross near our mosque are Hwy 75 and Legacy Drive. Within 7 years of 
establishing the mosque believe it or not, Mashallah we have 54 members in our 
Ansar Majlis alone. Overall count of total Jama’at members are above 200 and still 
Jama’at is growing. Many people have moved from East and West coasts to Dallas. 
We the members of Dallas Jama’at has great pleasure to welcome the newcomers 
with our open arms. Love and respect for all hatred and disrespect for none. 
 
One major reason for Ahmadis moving to Dallas is that not only we have a fine  
mosque in a very posh suburb but also the residential real estate values are very 
low when compared to other major metropolitan areas of USA. Property Values 
are almost 30% of New York. In other words if you own a house in NY whose 
value is 750K you can find much better property for 250K near the mosque. 



 
As far as Majlis Ansar of 2009 is concerned,  we have so far  total 3 zaeems 
and Mujahid Mahmood Sahib is our current Zaeem Ansarullah. Prior to him 
Mr. Mubarik Piracha Sahib was second Zaeem. Our first Zaeem was Abdul 
Latif Sahib. Now let us journey back in time to see what Majlis Ansar 
accomplished under each Zaeem.

Road cleaning: Ansar Dallas regularly participated with Jama’at’s other 
auxiliaries to clean the sidewalks and grassy areas from debris and junk in front of 



mosque or those leading to mosque. The roads maintained under this contract were 
Hedgecoxe and Alma roads. The stretch cleaned by Jamaat is almost 2-3 miles 
long. This program is called “adopt a highway” plan and was organized under  city 
of Allen TX.

Meal on wheel: Participation in this program initiated by Mr. Mujahid 
Mahmood more then a year ago.  Dallas Ansar has been delivering lunch 
sandwiches to old and sick people’s homes within 3-5 miles radius from a Baptist 
church located in Garland TX.  Church prepares the food but Ansar give them hand 
in distribution. 
 
Masjid Alislam food for homeless: In 2009 Mr. Mujahid Mahmood initiated 
another admirable program by joining hands with Masjid-e Islam in downtown 
Dallas to participate in their pre-established program of feeding the Homeless.
